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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to describe dependency, self-concept and
life satisfaction in elderly patients with cerebrovascular accident and to examine the
relationship between dependency and self-concept, dependency and life satisfaction,
as well as self-concept and life satisfaction. The subject consisted of 70 elderly patients
with cerebrovascular accident who attended the Neurological Medicine Clinic, Out
Patient and Emergency Departmeht, Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital during March
to June 2000. The instruments used were the Demographic Data Recording Form, the
Modified Barthel ADL index, the Self-concept Scale modified from the Self-concept
Scale developed by Li (1998) and the Self-Anchoring Life Satisfaction Scale developed
by Cantril (1965) which content validity and reliability were assessed. Data were
analyzed by descriptive statistic. Correlation between variables was analyzed using

Spearman ‘s rank correlation method.



The results of the study revealed that

1. The dependency of the elderly patients with cerebrovascular accident was
at low level.

2. The self-concept of the elderly patients with cerebrovascular accident was
positive.

3. The life satisfaction of elderly patients with cerebrovascular accident was at
high level.

4. There was a moderately negative relationship between dependency and
self-concept of the elderly patients with cerebrovascular accident

5. There was a moderately negative relationship between dependency and
life satisfaction of the elderly patients with cerebrdvascular accident

6. There was a moderately poé.itive relationship between self-concept and
life satisfaction of the elderly patients with cerebrovascuiar accident.

The study results will be the basic information to be used for planing nursing
care to support the patients ‘s dependency and promotion the patients ‘s self-concept

was positive to enhance the patient 's life satisfaction.
