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ABSTRACT
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One of the major factors for an effectiveness of nosocomial infection prevention and

control include knowledge of health personnel, and support for the practice of nosocomial

infection prevention and control. Therefore, this study aimed to determine the association between

knowledge, supporting factors and nosocomial infection prevention and control among 205

professional nurses in McCormick Hospital. Data were collected between April and May, 2001 by

using a questionnaire and an observational form. The content validity index of the questionnaires

for knowledge, supporting factors, and practice were 0.82, 0.98, and 0.87 respectively. The

reliability of the questionnaires for knowledge and practice were 0.75 and 0.88 respectively. Data

were analyzed by using descriptive statistics and Pearson’s product moment correlation.



The major findings showed that 84.4% of the subjects had a score for knowledge of
nosocomial infection prevention and control at a moderate level. About 55% of the subjects had a
score for supporting factors of nosocomial infection prevention and control at a moderate level.
About 60% of the subjects had a score for practice of nosocomial infection prevention and control
at a high level. The association between knowledge, supporting factors and nosocomial infection
prevention and control were low (r = 0.20 and 0.21 respectively).

The results of this study indicate that the hospital administrator should provide staff
development especially their knowledge and facilitate supporting factors so as to improve the

quality of nosocomial infection prevention and control.
