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ABSTRACT

Health assessment is a method of collecting and analyzing client basic data for
identifying nursing diagnosis and conducting nursing care plan. Therefore, the quality
improvement of a health assessment form is necessary to help nurses collect a comprehensive
data for their patients. The purpose of this research was to develop a health assessment form for
clients at Nikhom Nam UN Hospital. Population included 14 nurses of In-patient department.
Research instruments were designed by researcher and included improvement plan, quality
evaluation form, and problems and barriers regarding the utilization of health assessment forms.
Data was analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The results of the study resvealed:

1. Clients Health Assessment Form included a checklist and the fill in the blank and
was developed by using the continuous quality improvement process. It consisted of including
client data and health data.

2. Regarding the Quality of Clients Health Assessment Form in the first stage of
development, the score for structure and the facility for recording were at a high level, the
convenient for recording and support for using nursing process was at a moderate level. The

majority of nurses used a health assessment form during client admission and spent less than 30
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minutes in recording (85.71%). In the second stage of development, the score for structure and
the facility for recording, the convenient for recording and support for using nursing process were
at a high level and the number of nurse used a health assessment form during the admission
period increased (85.71%) and all nurses used spent less than 30 minutes in recording (100%).

3. The problems and barriers in using a health assessment form in the first and
second stage including the structure of the form, nursing personnel themselves, and facilities or
supporting system.

Nurse administrators could use the results of this study as a guideline to evaluate and
improve quality of clients assessment forms or others nurses recording forms within the context

of their organization.
