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ABSTRACT

Food Poisoning from clostridium botulinum could affect not only physical health but also 

mental health as well. Therefore persons who survived clostridium botulinum food poisoning is at 

a high risk of mental health problems.  The purpose of this descriptive study was to investigate 

mental health problems among patients with food poisoning from clostridium botulinum who 

received service at Banluang hospital, Nan province. The study sample consisted of 173 patients 

with clostridium botulinum food poisoning who received care at the Out Patient and In Patient 

department of Banluang hospital, Nan province.  The study instrument was a questionnaire 

consisting of two parts; a Demographic Data Profile and The Thai Mental Health Questionnaire 

(TMHQ) developed by Sucheera Phattharayuttawat, and others (1999). The data were analyzed 

by using descriptive statistics.

The results revealed that the sample reported the mental health problems, which 

included: anxiety (34.25%), social dysfunction (30.14%), somatization (21.91%), depression 

(9.58%), and psychosis (4.12%).



 The results of this study indicate that patients with food poisoning from clostridium 

botulinum experienced mental health problems. These patients should receive the proper 

treatment  to prevent severe mental health problems.
