ABSTRACT

The evaluation of pharmaceutical care for the patients was set up at female
medical ward of Lamphun hospital in order to compare the incident rate and solving rate
of drug related problems (DRPs) between the patients groups which did not‘ received
(group 1) and received (group II) pharmaceutical care services (during March 1 to June
30, 1999 and 2000, respectively). The satisfactions of 377 patients and 4 physicians
were. also evaiuated. The results showed that this investigation strongly support the
important roles of pharmacist in pharmaceutical care in DRPs identification and solving,
the incident rate of DRPs in group If was more than group L. The DRPs were found in
147 patients among 630 patients (23.33%) in group 1. While those of group IT were
found in 240 patients among 629 patients (38.16%). Otherwise, the DRPs solving rate
of group II was mere than that of group I {94.12% vs 3.66%, respectively}. The most
type of DRPs identified during pharmaceutical care was “ not taking or receiving the
prescribed” (26.89%) and most of DRPs cccurred in medical order process (63.03%).
About a half (50.42%) of ali DRPs was level 2 severity and 8.68% of all DRPs was level 4
severity which made the patients required additional treatment. Most of the patients and
physicians satisfied in the pharmacist roles in pharmaceutical care very much and

would like to see the same services in other patient wards. The pharmaceutical care



services by pharmacist can improve treatment efficiency, and make the patients

understand about their using medicines and reduce risks of DRPs.
