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The topic of this research is "The Nationgl Forestry
Conservation : the Case Study of Ban Luang Sub—District, Nan
Province. The objectives of this research are as follows -~ to study
attitudes of people and community leaders on the conservation of
the national forestry, to study the roles of people and commmity
leaders on the conservation of the national forestry, to find out
the relationship between the role and the attitude of the people and
the community leaders on the conservation of the national forestry
and to study the government officers’ attitude toward the role of
the people and the community leaders on the conservation of the

national forestry.



The research used was based on empirical reseafch. Three sets
of the questiomnaires were used for the three different groups of
the respondents. The 123 samples comprised of 50 people, 56
community leaders and 17 government officials. These questionnaires

consisted of - two parts. The biodata and the general information
were stated in the first part and the respondents’ attitudes were on
the other part. The chi square, percentage, mean and Yules’

coefficient were used.
The fact findings were as follows:

People’s Case

People mostly had their positive attitude towards the positive
questiohs while they had the negative attitude towards the negative
questions. Most of them played their rcles on the national forestry
conservation. However, there was no rglationship between their
positive attitudes and their roles. The people’s perception of
conserving the national forestry from Tambol Silalang was highly
related to their attitude in a negative way, but was not related to

their roles in forestry conservation at ali.

Community Leaders’ Case

Most. of the community leaders positively expressed their views
towards both positive and negative questions, but they did not play
much role in forestry conservation. There was no relationship

between their positive attitudes and their roles. Their perception



of the forestry conservation from Tambol Silalang was not related to

their attitude and roles.

Government. Officials’ Case

The government officials’ attitudes towards the roles of the
people and the community leaders on the conservation of the national.

forestry was positive.

Regarding this research, recommendations are proposed in two
areas.

The recommendatjons for action

In order to stop deforestation and to encourage poeple to
conserve the national forest, the goverment must

1) train the people how to conserve the national forest from
generat.ion to generation

2) crea£e the people’s positive attitude towards the
conservat.ion

3) encourage the poeple’s organizaﬁions and the social
institutions to take the responsibilities in developing the
forest in which the government plays only a.supportive role

4) publicize the success of +the conservation of Ban Luang
Sub-District, Nan Province throughout Thailand

8) closely control certain group of people earning their life
from wood

8) adjust the conception the forestry officials from suppression

to provide guidance and encouragement.



The policy recommendation

The policies of the national forestfy conservation should ‘eome
up from the bottom - up and make the people realize how important
the forest are especially in terms of the balanced ecology.
Moreover, it must create the sense of belonging among the people
which means to love the forest as if they were their personal
belongings. If the government wantsto construct a dam or gives a
private forest = concession, the feasibility study must be done
before so that it will not create environmental problems in the
future. The studies have to be strictly concerned with the
forest conservation such as- the development of soil quality etc.
The method of developing rural areas should be changed to the
“Sustainable Development" focusing on the enviromment conservation

and the natural resources especially the forest.
