Independent Study: Cooperation between Local Police and
Guards of Housing Projects : A Case

Abstract

The objective of this independent study is to learn
about the formats and the menagement systems of security guard
compenies which are operating in Changwat Chiang Mai’s housing
projects in order to promote cooperation between local police and
private security gusrds. This cooperation is deemed necessary to
increase the efficiency of crime prevention of local police
stations. Theoretical framework is from theories in crime
prevention and in work coordination. Data and information are
gathered from field interviews, participant observation, and

related documentary research.



The study finds that : uder the prevailing circum-
stances, there is a certain degree of cooperation between local
police and security guards of housing pro jects, notably in the
areas of trainings and orientations, reportings of cases,
surveillances, givings tip-offs, investigations of culprits, and
in public relations.

As for the formats of management and measures of cr‘imé
prevention, both local police and security guard companies give
prime importance to the works of patrolling. Works of patroiling
can be done in many different manners, such as car patrolling,
motorcycle patrolling, walk patrolling, checking emergency red
boxes, bicycle partrolling, and stationing at check point boxes.

lLocal police still play the leading roles where as
private security guards play supporting secondary roles in crime
prevention and crime suppression. It is noticeable that committee
of each housing project has an’increasing role in crime prevention.

Eventhough both public and private sector give
importance to coordination in crime prevention and suppression,
but tangible cooperation does not materialize in reality.

Therefore, it 1is recommended that the concerned
organizations of both public and private sectors should have
coordination at policy formation level in the forms of meetings,
seminars, brain storming in defining policies. At operational
level, Jjoint and separate operations should be clearly
identified. In addition, special importance should be given to
comittees and residents of housing projects in order to increase

the level of cooperstion in crime prevention.
