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Abstract

The study on the above mentioned topic has the following
prime objective ;

- to learn about the effect of the rapid increase of all
types of vehicles on the flow of traffic.

—- to learn about the opinions of drivers, traffic police
and related government agencies in order to find solutions to the
problematic traffic in Maung Chiang Mai which is caused by the

rapid increase of vehicles.



Random Sampling is the used research methodology.
Questionaires afe devised to interview the selected samples which
are drawn from the groups of traffic police and city drivers
altogether‘ 181 respondents. Field interviews with the use of
questionaires are used in gathering of data. The study's data
analysis is done by using the SPSS/PC plus computer program.

The study concluded that the folléwing are the
consecutive causes df the increase of vehicles in Chiang Mai :

1. residence and work place are' far apart which
' necessitates the use of vehicle.

2. being a primate city in the North dictates the use of
vehicle.

3. it is the values of Chiang Mai residents to have
personal transportation.

4. work places are on the increase in Chiang Mai .

5. the increase of vehicles is due to the increase of
Chiang Mai populatipn.

6. there are vehicles from other provinces roaming the
streets of Chiang Mai.

7. there is a sharp increase in the number of taxi and
buses in Chiang Mai .

8. Chiang Mai has rapid urban expansion.

9. Chiang Mai residents are wealthier and capable to own

vehicles.




10. inconveniences in using taxis and buses lead to
owning of personal transportation.

Types of vehicles which the respondents think that
they are on rapid increases are : pick ups, motorcycles and
personal motor cars.

Types of vehicles which affect most on the traffie in
Chiang Mai are : pick ups, personal cars, motorcycles and taxis.
Measures in solving Chiang Mai's tfaffic problems which
the respondents happen to know are:
1. selecting the proper sites of traffic lights.
2. the engineering improvements of traffic surfaces.
3. scrutinizing the use of traffic law.
4, educate the people on driving techniques.
5. improve the city planning .
6. promote the use of buses and taxis by gét rid of the
existing inconveniences.
7. bring modern technologies in the use.
8. campaigning to correct the value in wanting personal

transportation.

The study derives at the following recommendations:
1. the traffic in Chiang Mai should be arranged
systematically and thereafter a public relation

campaign be performed.




. efficient planning and controlling of Chiang ﬂai
traffic should be carried out in order to limit the
increase in‘number of vehicles and inter-provincial
use of vehicles,

. traffic officers in Chiang Mai should be more
stringent in keeping traffic law . with close

cooperation with transportation officers.
