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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study are to learn about attitudes
of townspeople in Muang district of Lampang province on the

problems of conflicts between members of Parliament and the

provincial gévernor as well as factors affecting such attitudes.
In addition, the conceptual framework on the interrelatedness of
politics and administration is tested. Data are collected from
field research through structured questionnaires. The sample size

is 300 which are selected by proportional samplings.



The study finds that townspeople in Muang Lampang district
‘haye different attitudes on the M.P.’s achievements which are
Qaried by sex, age-grouﬁs; levels of income, levels of education
and professions. But on the matter of Governor’s work
performance, the attitudes differ only accordiqg to sexeé, age
groups, levels of education and professions. On the topics of
election of governor and on the transfer of governor, the
attitudes are slightly different. However, the townspeople’s
attitudes agree that politicians have affedting influence on the
transfer of governor.

As to the functional relationships between politicians
and the provincial governor of Lampang province, it is discovered
from this study that their relationships are inseparable, even in
a conflicting nature. These relationships are in line with the
conceptual framework on the interrelatedness of politics and
administration as c¢ited above. Iﬁ other words, an elected
politician and a permanent official must be interdependent and

.mutually responsible to the people.
