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ABSTRACT

The proclaimation of the Sub District Council and Sub
District Organization Act on March 2, 1995 has transformed sub
district council ‘t.o be the services of local administration which

allow people to participate of administration at the grass root level.

- The objective of this study is to learn about the levels
of knowledge and understanding of roles and duties of qualified sub
district councilors who are elected as representatives of their
respective district according to the Revolution Junta Decree No.326
of December 13, 1972. The study’s samples are 69 qualified district
councilors from Mae Sariang district, Mae Hong Son Province who are
selected by using 2 independent variables which are: 1levels of
education and duration in being district councilors.



The study finds that:

1. levels of education correlate with levels of knowledse
and understanding of the roles and duties of district council as
hypothised.

2. differences in duration of appointment to the position
of qualified district councilors do not correlate to the levels of
knowledge and the understanding of roles and duties of district
council which proves that the'study’s hypothesis is false.

The study indicates that qualified district councilors
have low level of knowledge and understanding especially on rural
development such as in devising plans and projects for distric£
development., * in organizing meetings and in money aumditing. But it
is found that the 1levels of 'knowledge and understanding in

democrat.ic govermment are at high levels.

The study also finds that other members of district
council such an sub district headman, village headman, secretary of
sub district council and operating officials in the district have
more roles in district development than qualified district

councilors due to lack of concerning information.

The study recommends that training and orientation should
be given to qualified district councilors:

1. in devising plans and projects of district development.

2. in the structure and duties of district coumcil.

3. in the principles of district council’s management..
