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Abstract

This study entitled "The Forensic Medicine and Criminal
Procedure in Chiang Mai Province" is designed to investigate
the problems and obstacles within forensic  medicine and criminal
prbcedures, including solutions to such problems. This research
is also purported to show the attitude, belief, and confidence of
the judge, public prosecutor, investigator, physician, lawyer,
technician, and people in general towards medical jurisprudence.
In addition, it is intended to raise consciousness of the issues
in those who participapte.in the judcial systen.

The study findings revealed that there are a number of
the problems and obstacles in fopensic' medicine and criminal
procedure in judicial process. They can be summarized under the
following groups :

1. Thailand lacks. physicians and personnel who are

qualified and specialized in forensic medicine.

2. Forensic medicine in Thailand is underdeveloped.

3. There is not any specific measure to conduct post-

mortem examination or process in such performance.

4. There is no re-examination process to compare the

finding obtained by both examining officer and




physician who are authorized tc conduct post-mortem
examinations. .

5. There is no trustworthy investigation in the case of
death occurring while the accused is handled by the
officer or death resulted from the officer’s acts who
clanner that he was authorized in doing such acts.

As regards the way to solve the problem in forensic
medicine and criminal procedure, the government should provide
knowledge and skills in forensic medicine to physicians and
associate persomnel, so that they can perform forensic procedures
effectively, which is regarded as cone of the most important
Judicial processes. In addition, the government should establish
an exclusive organization to take responsibility of forensic
work, independent of the Police Department. Forensic section

should also be established in every provincial hospital.

In view of criminal procedure, re-investigation should be
made of the post-mortem examination in the case of problematic
death, and it must be performed exclusively b& a forensic doctor,

separated from the general investigation for the sake of justice.

Regarding belief . and confidence, the judge, public
prosecutor, etc. have confidence amd faith in forensic
institution and physician in relation to their neutrality in duty
performance. According to the opinion of sampled cohorts, the
work of forensic institutions and physicians is interfered with

high-ranking officials and bosses, including some politicians.

In this study the researcher has presented a number of
suggestions, which are expected to serve as guidelines in further

adninistration of Jjustice.
