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ABSTRACT

The study entitled, “Drug Addict Treatment and Rehabilitation Program of Doj

Tung Development Project,” is designed to know the cause of drug addiction of the

_ hilltribes and to know the efficiency of medical treatment and rchabilitation of the

addicts, including other preventive measures. The study was based on the hypothesis

that medication and rehabilitation are not only a means to cure the addicts, but their

environment and traditional beliefs are also regarded as a major cause of drug

addiction. In addition, medical treatment and rehabilitation reinforced strictly by legal
measures will make them more effective.

In collecting research data, questionnaires were used with the target

group and officers who are responsible for the Drug Addict Treatment and

Rehabilitation Program. The questionnaires were classified into 2 groups as follows:



1. Interview was held with 60 drug addicts who volunteered to be
interviewed, dividing into 3 groups and each group consisting of 20 persons.

2. Interview was held with 5 representatives of officers who are in charge of
the Drug Addict Treatment and Rehabilitation Program, consisting of doctors and
nurses in the Social Development Section, and border petrol police.

According to data analysis, it is found that the success of, or the chance of;
full recovery from addition does not only depend on the teatment called “poison
Vom:iting, ” but also on the continued rehabilitation after the poison vomiting,
including a regular follow—up for a certain period of time. The secondary is whether
the addicts who have completely got cured will return to the drug or pot, depend on
individual characteristics, that is, their belief in ancestral spirits, economic status, and
the period of drug addiction. The last step is the legal measure which needs to be
enforced seriously to prevent and suppress drug distribution. The government officials
must attempt to carry it out continuously, through which the Drug Addict Treatment

and Rehabilitation Program can reach the target.
