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ABSTRACT

The independent study entitled, “Factors Influencing the Effectiveness of
Tambon Development Plan on Rural Development: A Case Siudy of Power and
Rural Development in the Upper Northern Thailand,” is designed to study the
pressure resulted from political behaviors in the process of Tambon devliopment
plan. It is one of many conditions or indicators for measuring the effectiveness
of Tambon development plan on rural development. In addition, it is purported
to find out factors which influence political behaviors in the process of Tambon
development plan.

The study was conducted through documentary research as well as field

work carried out in Tambon level organizations, namely, the Tambon Council
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Committe and the govemment officials who work i the remote and
underdeveloped Tambon in Lampang Province and Tambon located adjacent to
developed center in Chiang Mai Province. Research data were collected through
1 sets of constructed questionnaires. They were then processed through
computerized SPSS2/Pc program, and research findings are presented m
descriptive form.

According to the study, it is found that political behaviors are interwoven
with role behaviors, specified by laws in the strategy of the state rural
development, which are expressed in the form of individual and group tactics.
Political behavior is a dynamic force which gives rise to political movements. It
reflects “power”, and the power is not bad in itself. Therefore, it is necessary to
manipulate the power constructively. As regards the factors influencing political
behaviors in Tambon development plan, they are humans, environment, pressure

from others, and rewards.
