Abstract

This independent study is focused on affecting factors on
juveniles’s drug offences in the provinces of Chiang Mai, Chiang Rail
and Lampang in order to learn ébout the causes of drug addiction which
leads to drug addiction. Familial backgrounds and social environments
are also studied to find correlations with juveniles’ drug offences.
Lastly, the study proposes recommendations to the solution of
juveniles drug problems.

Field research is used as the study’s research
nethodology, 98 juveniles who are detained by the Narcotics lLaw B.E.

2522 are interviewed. In additions, persons who are related to the



problems are also interviewed such as judges, associate judges,
prosecutors, wardens from Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Center.

The study indicates that :

1. a large percentage of juveniles whd committed drug
offences are male, with domicile in Chiang Mai province, average age
is 15-18 years, average education is at Pathom 7 to Pathom 7, most of
them have employment with 1,000-3,000 Bath levels of income per month.

2. a large percentage of convicted juveniles come from
small families most of them are broken home families. Their parents
have low levels of education or none, therefore, levels of income of
their parenté are low.

3. As f{for social environments, a large percentage of
convicted juveniles live at their own houses. Surprisingly, only a
small percentage of them live in slums. Most of the respondents’
friends live in nearby houses, mostly they meet each other outside
their schools. The main reason in having friends is to lessen their
solitude and to have good unde;standing

. 4. a large percentage of the drug offences ére drug
possession and at a lesser degree is drug addiction. The causes of
drug addiction are from their curiosity and from friends’ persuasion.
They become drug addicts eventhough they know quite well about bad
effects of drugs toward themselves, their families and their country.

5. recommended solutions are that all concerned and related
parties such as fémilial institution, mass media, government
officials, communities and the general public must coordinate in the

suppression of all kinds of drugs.
