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Abstract

The Provincial Affairs Law of B.E.2457 that laid down +the
principles and format of governing subdistricts and villages was
replaced by the new Provincial Affsirs Law (number 9) of B.E.2535. By
the decree of the latter law, Subdistrict and wvillage headman are
subjected to elected 5 years term of appointment instead of elected
for lifetime term of appointment as stated in the Law of B.E,2457.

Therefore, this independent study is focused to the study of
the attitudes of subdistrict and village headman to learn whether
there are changes in their attitudes, their work performance and other

environments or not.



Field research is used the research methodology in gathering
data and information. The study’s selected samples are 81 subdistrict
and village headman in Ban Hong district, Lamphun province.

The study findsthat:

1. the public give less cooperation in doing public affairs
when subdistriet and village headman hold their positions
for 5 years only.

2. subdistrict and village headman tend to look after the
interests of their own clique and supporters more than the
interests of general public.

37 it is believed that the more the elections are held the
more disunity will be exposed.

4, political parties at national level will be more
interested in sending their candidates to run for the
posts of subdistrict and village headman.

The effects of the new Provincial Affairs Law (mumber 9) B.E.

2535 will become more evident as time passes by. Thus, this issue
should be continucusly studied in order to keep pace with éhanges

which intrinsically accompany legal and political changes.
