This independent study is focused on "¢ivil Defence of
Chiang Mai Municipality" with the objectives in learning ahout
the level of operational readiness and the existing problems and
obstacles along with proposed recommendations to solve these
problems.

pata collection is done through questionnairé distribution.
officers of every level at the Civil Disaster Prevention and
Relief Section are.interviewed. Starting from the mayor in the
capacity of director of this section, deputy mayors, municipal
clerk, disaster prevention officers and volunteers, altogether

105 repondents.



The study finds that :

1. a large percentage of samples are male, average age &t
30-40 years old, with secondary education and with civil servant
-gceupation.

2. a large percentage of samples think that the present
Civil bisaster Prevention law-enacted in B.E. 2522 is suitable to
the present situation.

3. it is reckoned that the vested legal power is not
adequate in carrying out its duties. Adequacy of appliances
shouldlbe improved.

4. it is found that Chiang Mai Municipality’s readiness
in civil disaster prevention and relief is not at high level
except in fire prevention.

5. problems and obstacles in civil disaster and relief
are found to be at ﬁedium level except in the areas of
coordination with the public and the insufficiency of capable and
experienced personnél.

Therefore, public relations, sufficient appliances and

devising operation plan are crucial to the success.
