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Abstract

The objective of this independent study is to learn about the attitudes of the
study’s samples who are various groups of law practitioners toward police investigation
and its efficiency.

Field study using questionaires is the study’s research methodology. The
samples of law practitioners are divided into 2 groups which are

1. police officers, administration officers, prosecutors, judges, wardens,
legal advisors, lawyers, and law professors. Ther total number of this group is 400
respondents.

2. university students and general public who are randomly selected for a
total number of 50 respondents.

The study finds that people are satisfied in seeing investigation power rests
in the hands of police officers because people can expect optimum justice. This inves-
tigation power whould not be deprieved from police officers because it would result in
insecurity of people;s life and belongings.

However, a large percentage of the respondents reckon that police’s investi-
gation works are plaque with corruption and unqualified personnels. Therefore,
police’s investigation processes should be improved in order to insure justice to people.
Doing this is much better than giving investigation power to other government agencies.'

Thus, the study concludes that it is suitable to vest investigation power to
police officers. But some modifications should be made in order to insure better per-

formance in giving justice to the general public.
