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Abstract

The study aims at the coordinative process of educational
;lanning of Chiang Mai University, with particular emphasis upon the
coordination of plans handled to deal with different levels of education,
by comparing difference between the determined principles and theories
with the planning practice carried by different educational planning
subunits of the University. It includes coordinative problems as well

as obstacles that faculties, institutes, and educational offices of the

University are horizontally faced with. 1¢t,.also, includes problems



and obstacles to the vertical coordination between the University and
its afore-mentioned subunits. The study comes to an end at searching
for an applicable way of coordinating educational plans, horizontally
and vertically.

Data collection for this study is carried through two parts :
(1) documentary data are collected from several planning text-books,
educational development planning documents of the University,; and (2)
data are collected through field work, by means of questionaire design
and interview with relevant educational planning executives of the
University. All obtainable data are analyzed by statistical technique.
Finally, outcome of the anylisis brings forth an applicable way of the
reguired coordination.

By this stﬁdy, the author gives some suggestions that are
believed, more or less to guide the required way of educatidnal

planning coordination to the University and its relevant subunits.
