Abstract

The study on "Voting Behavior of Subdistrict and Village
Headman‘ in the Election of Members of the House of Representatives"
‘has the following objectives: |

1. to study the voting behavior of subdistrict and village
headman in the election of M.P.s in Thoeng District, Chiang Rai
Province. .

2. to learn about the attitudes of subdistrict and village
headman £oward the image of M.P.s.

| 3. to learn about the effecting baseline data in the

decision making processes of M.P.s election.

4. to learn about the pattern of relationships between
subdistrict and village headman which relates to voting behavior in

the election of M.P.s.
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The research methodology of the study is the use of field
questionaires. The respondents are subdistrict and viilage headnan
.f rom Thoeng District, Chiang Rai Province. The sample size is 105
respondents.

The study indicates that:

1. mon of sﬁbdist.rict and village headman is a member of
a political party and each of them participates in every M.P.s
election.

2. subdistrict and village headman tend to select M.P.
candidates from personal qualifications more than party a.f:f iliation.
_ Besides, there is a tendency to select M.P. candidstes before hand
which indicates previous personal relat.ionships.

3. in the perspective of subdistrict and village headman,
M.P.s are not the people’s representatiﬁes because they tend to look
after their own seif interests and many M.P.s bu;y vote in order to
win election.

4, affecting factors upon the voting behavior of
subdistrict and village headman are:

4.1 level of education

4.2 level of income

4.3 subdistrict headman tends to elect a candidate
from consideration of party affiliation more than consideration of
personal qualifications and vice versa for village headman.

5. M.P.s candidates who received recommendation from
subdistrict and village hegdman tend to be elected. This indicates
that subdistrict and village headman have considerable influence on

the voting behavior of people in the locality.
