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Abstract

The sagging image of Thai politicians is sending its impacts to socio-economic
and politcal credibility of Thai goverment. The causal factor of this problem is the slow
development of Thai political institutions, especially, Thai politicians.

Therefore, this independent study is conducted to learn about the qualifications of
Thai politicians according to people’s expectations. The findings of the study could be
used guidelines in bringing about the betterment of Thai po]jticians, image, caliber and
behavior.

The study’s hypothesis is that Thai voters expect to have high esteemed
politicians to be their representatives which means having high level of education, being
local people of good reputation and party affiliation.

Field research using questionaires is used in the gathering of the study‘s data and
information with the sample of 280 cases in Chiang Mai municipality areas.

The study finds that :

The most wanted qualifications of their representatives are : being consistent,

ethical and good reputation persons, have domicile or birth place in the locality of Chiang



Mai province, have high level of education along with affiliation with a political party of
high credibility and clear policy with hlgh potential in becoming a party in a coalition.

As for the undesirable qualifications in the perspective of Chiang Mai s voters are
: being influential and unethical persons especially by not keeping their pre-election
promises. In addition, the voters do not like the appointments of low caliber politicians to
the executive posts of miniters and deputy ministers because they can not bring about

prosperity to Thailand.
