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Abstract

This research is designed to study problems of the Chinese
Yunnanese immigrants under the supervision of the Ministry of
Interior. It is also conducted to know the cause of their
avoidance of the supervision of the Ministry of Interior and to
give suggestions and means to solve such problems, including
government, policy supervising them in the future.

As regards research methodology, it is based on written
documents and questionnaires administered to the target population
consisting of village headmen and population of Chinese Yunnanese

immigrants in Mae sai District. Questionnaires were distributed




to 121 persons by random sampling. In addition, an interview was
held with six officials of the Interior Ministry responsible for
this task. The data were analyzed in order to find frequency,
percentage, correlation of variables, mean and standard deviation
(ANOVA), setting the significance at level 0.05 The research
findings turned out as follows @

1. The rules and regulations of the Ministry of Interior
are too rigid for the Chinese Yunnanese immigrants to follow
causing them to leave the camp without permission.

2. Oubtside economic factors are the major cause for the
Chinese Yunnanese immigrants to seek a job outside the camp.

3. The occupation of the Chinese Yunnanese immigrants
affects their ideas on the supervision of the Ministry of
Interior and the government policy towards them.

4. The Chinese Yunnanese immigrants and concerned
government officials think that the government should adopt an
integration policy in the development and promotion of them in
the same way as applied to the hilltribe people since the Chinese
Yunnanese immigrants have been living in Thailand for over 40

years.
