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This objectives of this independent study is to learn about the attitudes of hill-
tribes towards security development project in Nan Watershed and to study the results
of the project’s execution in order to return to normal development after the end of the
project. The studied samples are drawn from hilltribes in Tambon Paklang, Amphoe
Pua, Changwat Nan. Field interviews are used in the gathering of data and information
with the use of SPSS sofiware in the study’s analysis of data.

The study finds that hilltribes reckon that the project is very beneficial to their
village development and continuation of the project is desirable, especially the project
on land management, cash crops promotion, water resources development, etc. These
projects have created acceptance of and cooperation with government officials.

The hilltribes have more understanding in the importance and scarcity of
natural resources, namely land and water.

The hilltribes” lifestyle, value and tradition have undergone modernization
processes. The hilltribes in Tambon Paklang have the highest level of modernization
with almost the same lifestyle of low land people due to the proximity of the tambon
from Amphoe Pua of only 6 kilometers. But, interm of value and traditions, only the
young generation changes while the old generation does not.

The current trend indicates that there would be more migration of the hilltribes
to low land areas or to big cities, There are many causal factors of this problem, such
as inadequacy of agricultural occupation as manifested in the form of migration to low
land and big cities.
