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Abstract

The objective of this independent study is to learn about the
attitudes of army’s commissioned officers towards the hill +tribe
conscripted soldiers under their supervision on various issues, such as:

- level of loyalty of these conscripts towards nation, religion

and monarchy.

- level of readiness of these conscripts in execution of their

military duties.



- the opinions towards hill tribe conscripts after their

discharge from the army which are crucial in the formation of

army’s betterment policy.

.The targeted samples of this study are male and female army and
air force commissioned officers who are stationed in Chiang Mai
pfovince, from the echelons of sub lieutenant to colonel, 178 cases
altogether.

Various statistical techniques are used in the study’s data
processing, such as SPSS, Percentage, average meand and deviations.

The study finds that.:

1. The commissioned officers think that the level of hill
tribe conscripts’ loyalty towards nation, religion and monarchy is
barely higher than the averaged means which should be corrected with
urgency.

2. Hill tribe conscripts have better than average-ievel of
physical and psychological readiness to execute military duties.

3. Air force commissioned officers have more positive
attitudes than army commissioned officers.

4. Bhuddist hill tribe conscripts have lesser level of loyalty
towards nation, religion and monarchy in comparison to hill tribe
conscripts of other religions.

5. Conscripts from Lahu tribe are viewed to be the most loyal
tribe towards nation, religion and monarchy while conscripts from the

hill tribe of Chinese descent have the least loyalty.
