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Abstract

The main objective of the study is to learn about the impacts of factors influencing
political attitudes of police officers within Police Region 5 which are :

1. their democratic attitudes.

2. their authc.itarian attitudes.

3. their political values which received from their schooling years.

The total number of the study s samples is 571 police officers of Police Region 5
with the following charateristics :
- age range between 26-45 years.
- high school education from provincial police training school and
metropolitan police training school
- ranking ranges from constables to police senior major sergeants
- have high level of political awareness but without connections with

politicians

The study finds that the samples have high level of democratic attitudes along with

middle level of authoritarian attitudes. Age and mass media are the most potent factors influencing



democratic attitudes while age and political values received from their learning orientation have

influence on authoritarian attitudes.

In proving the set up hypotheses, the study finds that :

L. It is false that police with higher age range have the same level of auhoritarian
poltical attitudes as found in those having with lower age range.

2. It is false that higher ranking does not lead to higher level of authoritarian political
attitudes than as found in those having with lower ranking.

3. It is false that higher education level does not lead to higher level of democratic

| political attitudes than those with lower education level.

4. It is false that those who graduated from police cadet academy do not have higher
level of authoritarian political attitudes than those who graduated from
universities.

5. It is false that those who are well informed of political events do not have higher

level of democratic political attitudes than those who are least informed.
