Abstract

The objective of this research was to stady the level of knowledge and understanding of
cornmissioned police officers and their attitudes towards the exercise of judicial power and the
court of justice,

300 samples were drawn from commussioned police officers in Chiang Mai province,
comprising 70 of the prevention and suppression line, 140 of the inspection and investigation line,
. and 90 of the management and administration line. Independent variables included gender, age
rank. line of duty, level of education, duration of service. Structured questionnaire was used to
collect data. Data énalysis involved percentage differences and Chisquare statistical methods

The findings were:

1. The respondents’ knowledge and understanding of judicial power and the court of

Justice was moderate, without statiscal defferences as differentiated by line of duty.

2. The respondents of the inspection and investigation line were more knowledgeable

about the checking of the exercise of judicial power than those of other lines of duty.

3. Concerning their attitudes towards the exercise of power of the court of justice and the

administrative court, the respondents tended to agree that there was an independence.
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As well, there were delinquencies and personal flaws on the part of the judges and the
mvestigatory committee.

4. Factors affecting the level of knowledge and understanding and the attitudes towards
the exercise of power of the administrative court and the court of justice were:

4.1 knowledge and understanding about the checking of the exercise of power of
the court of justice wer-.:: differentiated by gender, rank, lovel of education,
and duration of service.

4.2 Knowledge and understanding about the checking of the exercise of powsr
of the administrative court were differentiated by rank, level of education,
durationof service, and income

4.3 Attitudes towards the checking of the exercise of power of the administrative
court and the court of justice were differentiated by gender, rank, level of

education, duration of service, and income.
