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Abstract

The main objective of this research were L. to study how and the extent to
which the evicted slum people andjor the state agencies were involve in the decistion
making of relocation policy and 2. to study how and the extent to which the socio-
economic status of the members of sium people would come to play a role in the
decistion making of relocation policy.

The findings showed that the slum people, rather than the state agencies,
played a major role in all stages of the relocation process, that is, the initiation of the
project, the persuasion of other slum members to participate in the project, the selection
of the project comumniitee members, the implementation of the project in ail stages, and
the selection of the project site. The related state agencies continuously played a
supporting role in the implementation of the project from the beginning to the end.
However, it was found that shum people of higher socio-economic status who were
members of the project comumnittee also played more significant role in the relocation

process than slum people in general.
