Abstract

The Purpose of thesis is to study.

1.The similarities and the differences among people of Chiang Mai Province in their
channels of political communication.

2, Their levels and patterns of political participation.

The population samples consists of people in three districts of Chiang Mai
Province : Muang , Chom Thong and Mae Jam Districts There were 300 samples for Muang ,
150 sampies each for Chom Thong and Mae Jam.

This study found that:

1. Television was the most frequently used channel in receiving information by
people , daily newspaper,radio and magazine was second ,'third and fourth resﬁectively. For
a face to face communication channel, elderly was the most frequently ﬁsed. Local leaders and
governmental officers was second and third respectively.

2.People in Muang District didn’t fully trust any of the cormnun.ication channels
of their information. On the contrary , people in Chom Thong and Mae Jam Districthad a
tendency to trust a face to face channels more than the mass media.

3.Socio-economic factors did not show any relationship with the receiving of

information and pattern of political participation. The two , however , were related.



Comparing the three groups, the study found that people in Chom Thong and Mae Jam District
had higher level of political than people in Muang District.
