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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study are :

1. To study the affecting factors on the ways to create ooope_ration in being a witness
in criminal cases.

2. To study the present obstacles and the ways to create cooperation in being a witness
in criminal cases.

3. To find the loopholes within the present regulations and laws pertaining to this
problem by using various hypotheses which indicate that the lack of incentives to be a witness in
criminal cases is the main cause of the problem.

The study's samples are 200 people who receive court notices to be criminal case
witnesses along with 16 judicial related personnels who are drawn ﬁ'dm 5 investigation officers, 3
state attorneys, 3 judges and 5 lawyers.

The study's uses the field research methodology to gather the data and
information which are -analysed by the "SPSS’C™" computerized program and presented in
the from of percentage, chi-square and gramma to find the linear relationship with the

study's hypotheses.



The study finds that the factor of safety toward life and properties of the
witnesses, the often postponements, the loss of time and expenses are the main causes of
lack of motivation to be witnesses in court.

Factors concerning regulations and laws in keeping secrecy of witmesses and in
providing safety to withnesses affect the level of cooperation to be wimesses in criminal
cases which prove that the hypotheses are true with 0.05 significance.

The study's samples also recommend that the concerning regulations and laws
should be revised to give more safety protection and more compensation to the witnesses
including more' public relations to promote the i.tﬁportance in being a wimess to the

public.
