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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the knowledge and the role of Tambon
Administrative Organization (TAO) members in managing the envirbnmental Public Health
according to the Public Heaith Act of B.E. 2535. Samples were drawn from 263 TOA
members in 10 Tambon. Data were collected by using closed-ended questionnaire, Data
analysis involved percentage and mean. Hypotheses were tested by using parametric and
non-parametric methods.

The findings showed that the respondents’ knowledge and their role in participating
in the management of environmental sanitation were moderate. Male respondents had more
knowledge and more participation than their fernale counterparts in the management.
Concerning the respondents’ level of income, those whose income was lower than 3,000 baht
a month were most active in the participation, in comparison with those of higher income.
With respect to their occupation, respondents who were engaged in general employment had
more knowledge than those of commerce, agriculture, and other types of occupation,
