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Abstract

The objective of this research were two- pronged 1.to study the ability of village
committees in targetted villages of the poverty alleviation project in really acknowiedging
the policy, understanding the project’ s principles, setting good criteria in selecting targetted
households, fairly setting priority for those eligible for loans, suitably considering the loan
ceiling according to occupations, and efficiently administering the capital; 2. to study the
targetted households’ satisfaction in the village committee’s project administration.

Data were collected by using close - ended questionnaires. Samples included 9
committe members of each of 8 villages, totaling 72, and 230 households in the 8
villages, Data analysis involved frequency, percentage, chi- square, and t- test.

The finding showed that village commitice members had good knowledge and
understanding of the policy and well administration. But many of them had mot known the
objectives of the project beforehand or had not participated in the training program before

the project implementation.



Most household tespondents were highly satisfied with the project
administration of the village committees. However, respondents who finished compulsory
level of education were satisfied whereas those whose income was between 1,501 - 2,500

baht were unsatisfied with the sole management of village headman.
