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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study are to study: 1) The effects of
political investigative reporting in the Thai Press on Social Awareness. 2) the processes
and the probiems and obstactes of political investigative reporting in the Thai Press.
3) the benefits of political investigative reporting to the Thai society.

Documentary research with description analysis and field research are used as
research methodology for gathering of data and information of this independent
study.The study is based on field data with two groups of target poppulation, namely,
120 samples consists of people in Muang District of ChiangMai Province is the first
group.this group was done through sending guestionnaires. The second group,through
indepth-interviews,consists of & specialists who are one editor of national daily
newspapers, one journalist, two university lecturers and one NGO worker. The research
technique combine both documentary and field research,

This study found that:
1. The political investigative reporting in the Thai Press affects the social
awareness, build—up political participation and bring political changes. ‘



2. Peoples’Attitude of Chiang Mai Muang District in reciveiving political
communication from television is most simitar to that from newspapers. However, the
daily newspaper is the most efficient means of political communication.

3. The majority reads Thai Rath newspaper most. Matichon , Daily news and

Khaosod are second,third and fourth respectively. However, Matichon newspaper is
considered the best for political investigative reporting of 4 daily newspapers

Krungthep Turakit and Phoo Jadkan are considered second and third respectively.

4. The outstanding problems and obstacles in political investigative reporting in
the Thai press are the political influence.
