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ABSTRACT

This independent study entitled “People’s Attitude in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai
towards the work of police Investigators under the 1997 Constitution” is designed to study
the attitude of people who got involved in law-suit, that is, the plaintiff and his witness, the
accused and his witness, including a reliable personrelatives, and lawyer who used to
communicate with four police stations in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai. Its purpose is to
know  people’s attitude towards the work of police investigators under the 1997
Constitution in order to mark an analysis of its consequences played upon both the accused
and the plaintiff owing to police investigators under the 1997 Constitution.

' Additionally, it is aimed to study constraints and obstacles in duty performances
by police officers under the procedures as stated in the Act of 1997 Constitution. The
study is based on 200 sampling units who, in a different position, used to come into contact
with four police stations in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai, and on the 16 policemen who
carried out investigators in the aforementioned police stations in Amphoe Muang Chiang

Mai. Data collection is made by means of questionnaire and constructed interview.



Its findings are as follows:

1. The people, who came into contact with the police at police stations in Amphoe
Muang Chiang Mai, have positive attitude towards the work of police investigators under
the 1997 Constitution.

2. The people, who came, in a different position, to get in touch with the police at
police stations in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai, have positive attitude towards the
investigators of poliée officers of Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai police stations, and have,
in some points a varied attitude towards the 1997 Constitution of the Royal Thai Kingdom,

3. The people, who happened to communicate with the police at police stations
in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai, are of opinions that investigators principles under the 1997
Constitution are more beneficial to the accused than to the plaintiff.

4. Obstacles confronting the work of police investigators under the principles
stated in the aforesaid Constitution have been found varied, which niight, to some extent,

affect the judicial process.
