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ABSTRACT

This study, as the title implies, has three objectives which are : 1. to study the
strategy of the corruption in medicine and medical supplies procurement of the Public Health
Ministry : a case study of northern Thailand. 2. to analyze the causes of this corruption as
well as the points that makes corruption easy for people involved in medicine and medical
supplies procurement of the Public Health Ministry, and 3. to find out general measures to
combat these problems. |

The study is based on 20 structured interviews collected from 10 civil servants of the
northern hospitals of the Public Health Ministry and 10 medicine and medical supplies
representatives. The results can be summarized as follows : There are many patterns, high
intense and complex means and various cooperation among politicians, centrai and regional
civil servants, medicine and medical supplies companies in order to succeed in corruption.
The causes of corruption are due to individual, political, bureaucratic and social faciors etc.
The measures for combating corruption should be based on monitoring systems with
accountability at every level, transparent and accountable law, strengthening society in

general.
