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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the knowledge and understanding of
government officials in Amphoe Muang Chiang Mai in the election of senators. Close-ended
questionnaire was used to collect data. 370 samples were drawn from government officials of
different agencies. Statiscal methods were used to analyse data. |

The findings were :

1. Respondents, knowledge and understanding in the election of senators was moderate.

2. Respondents from the Ministries of Finance, Commerce and Interior had a better
knowledge and understanding than those from Education and other agencies.

3. Respondents who graduated in the disciplines of Law, Political Science, and Public
Administration had a better knowledge and understanding than those in other disciplines.
4. Respondents with bachelor s degree and higher had a better knowledge and

understanding than those with lower degree.
