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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study are:

1. to learn about limitations of Hang Dong district police in the execution
of crime prevention and crime suppression works.

2. to find out and to correct the shortcomings of operations in crime
prevention and crime suppression of Hang Dong district police.

3. to make use of the researched information in devising future plans of
crime prevention and crime suppression.

The study’s hypotheses are:

[. Constitution has given limited power to police of which is an obstacle in
crime prevention and crime suppression.

2. local people do not give cooperation to police such as in giving
information about crimes.

3. police have insufficient manpower and appliances in carrying out the
duties in relative to size of responsible areas and in intensity of the problems.

The study used field research methodology by devising questionnaires on
the problems of crime prevention and crime suppression and asked 245 Hang Dong
police to be the respondents. The study received 181 returned questionnaires or
73.8% of the samples. In addition, 12 persons were interviewed of which 4 persons

were related crime suppression officials and 8 persons were community leaders.



The study finds that problems of Hang Dong district police in crime
prevention and crime suppression are:

1. limitations of power, as decreed in constitution, are obstacles to police
operations.

2. lack of local people’s support and cooperation makes police operations
more difficult.

3. lacks of operational appliances and limited budget hinder police
operational efficiency.

The 3 researched findings correspond to the study’s hypotheses. It is
recommended that the existing problems should be addressed in order to insure public

safety and decrease the risks in encountering crimes to the least as possible.
