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Abstract

The objectives of the independent study on “Life Quality of Members of San
Kamphaeng Village Cooperative" are aimed at learning about levels of satisfaction of
members of the cooperative in the following aspects:

1. to learn about levels of satisfaction in life of members of San Kamphaeng
cooperative.

2. to learn about levels of satisfaction in marriage, in familial life, living place,
in surrounding environments and in health conditions of members of members of the
cooperative.

3. to'make recommendations for the betterment of life quality of rnembe.rs of

the cooperative {0 concerning and related personnels.



The study's hypotheses are;

1. rural life style makes members of the cocoperative dissatisfy with their
quality of life

2. quality of life of members of the cooperative is lower than the standard of
necessities,

The study collected research data and information from distributed
guestionnaires. The sample size was 180 families from the total of 330. There were 154
returned questionna%rés or 85.5% of the total questionnaires and 46.6% of the whole
population.  In addition, participative observation was also used in gathering En—depth
data.

The study finds that & large percentage of respondents have high level of
satisfaction in their life quality which falsifies the hypothesis, This is because in the
former times the cocperative members were landless people, but after they have receive
land allocations according to His Majesty’s projeof and are provided with elementary
state facilities, they are satisfied with the present state of living.

However, many current problems should be taken care of such as: the sale of
the allocated land to outsiders, Iéck of supporting market for the local produces, lack of
sufficient and continuous support from government agenciés, lack of transparency and

people's support in the operations of the cooperative.
