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ABSTRACT

This study has three following objectives : 1. To study the development of qualifications
of members of parliament such as sex, age, and educational level since 1932 until today; 2, To
analyze the factors which influence the qualifications of members of parliament which affect
- Thailand’s development and political reform; and 3. To analyze the changing' trends of

qualifications of members of parliament.

The study is based on documentary data. The results can be summarized as follows :
There have been and are many differences in qﬁaliﬁcations of members of parliament during the
past and the present, for example, in the past members of parliament were younger than they are
nowadays. The number of female members has not increased, comparing with thos_e of male
members. Regarding education, members of parliament are more highly educated than the past.
Nowadays, middle class people such as merchants, businessmen, and lawyers enter politics more

than civil servants and retired officials.
