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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1. to study teachers’ knowledge and
understanding in democracy 2. to study teachers' behavior in conducting the teaching
of democracy 3. to study teachers’ extra-curriculum activities in promoting democracy.
Data collection involved face to face interviews with 9 teachers of social studies. Open-
ended guestionnaires were also distributed to 31 students in secondary schools in
Muang district, Chiang Mai province.

The findings were !

Teachers of social studies conducted their teaching in promoting democracy
according to the curriculum. Teaching behaviors in each school could be similar or
different. Extra-curriculum activities were initiated by students in which feachers served
as consultants or students and teachers both helped each other in plénning activities. It
was also found that female teachers tended to conduct the activities in a more

democratic way than their male counterparts.
