Abstract

The objective of the study is to learn about the roles and the capabilities of female
members of Subdistrict Administration Organization in administering San Kamphaeng district’s
development project under the following hypotheses:

1. Female members of S.A.O. have no roles in formation of district development
project due to lack of knowledge in presenting problems of importance in female
perspectives,

2. Female members of S.A.O. lack understanding and still need advice and guidance
from state officials.

The study uses field research methodology in gathering data and information. The

samples are 100 local people who live in 8§ S.A.O.s in San Kamphaeng district, 80 members of

S.A.Q. and 20 state officials and S.A.Q. clerks.



The study finds that in administering district development project, difference in sexes
has no impact upon accomplishment of project. Moreover, female and male members of S.A.O.
now play equally important and widely accepted roles in development project especially in the
projects which are related to women and children and to better quality of live.

Therefore, there is no difference in levels of capabilities of female and male members
of S.A.0. In addition, male members give more acceptance and support to the works of their
female colleaques.

The study recommends that :

L. The central government should provide more knowledge to members of S.A.0.

especially in finance administration, in writing development projects, in
_ preparing budget, etc.

2. The central government should allocate more budget to support local

development projects.

3. Local people still lack knowledge and understanding about local government.

Therefore, the central government should disseminate more knowledge in order
to create more understanding to the public which would strengthen the nation

wide local governments.
