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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1. forms of Chiang Mai
people organizations’ participation in the drafting of the constitution 2. issues that
these organizations were particularly interested in the drafting and 3. personal status
of individuals that affected the participation. Population under study consisted of the
general public and the members of people organizations in Chiang Mai province.
Close-ended questionnaires were used to collect data from 400 samples. Data
processing involved statistical process through SPSS program.

The findings were:

1. Respondents’ level of participation in the constitution drafting was
moderate, with the exception of some activities i.e., the campaign for the acceptance
of the constitution by using light green color, the radio and the television programs
that allowed people to express their opinions by telephone, and the establishing of the
Chiang Mai Campaigning Committee for Political Reform, that they tended to highly
participate.

2. Respondents were highly interested in every aspect of the issues raised
during the constitution drafting. When characterized by personal status, it was found
that older and higher income respondents were more interested in the issues than
younger and lower income ones. Apart from that, those who were not members of the
people organizations tended to participate in the activities concerning the constitution
drafting more than those who were members.
