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Abstract

This research is designed to study problems, means to their solution, and
factors affecting drug abuses prevention inside schools, including relationship
between the problems and means to solve them. The study is undertaken in order to
know the nature ‘of problems and countermeasures againsf drugs penetration into
schools. Its findings will be applied to toles and practices for effective solution of
school drugs abuses. In addition, the findings will be used as a guideline for further
solution of drug problems.

_ The research is based on the hypothesis that the cooperation of teachers,
schools, communities, and organizations can serve as a vital force for preventing
drugs spread in schools. Yet, it is assumed that narcotic repression at the school by
police officers in collaboration with school teachers is able to reduce drugs addiction
inside school. But environmental factors such as schooling atmosphere, peers, family
and society are also accounted for school children drug abuses. More importantly, to
educate school children and provide themm with knowledge and information on this

matter will also help prevent drug abuses inside schools.



In this research, two samples are used two groups of sampling unit. The
first group consists of 25 teachers of Chiang Dao Wittayakhom School and 25
teachers of Silrawi School, totaling 50 teachers. The second group comprises 200
students of Chiang Dao Wittayakhom School and 65 students of Silrawi School.
Altogether, there are 365 sampling units derived from school children. Numbers of
sampling units used in this study are 415 in total, for which data collection is made
through constructed questionnaire.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows:

The findings revealed that cooperation given by the teacher, the school, the
community, and the organization, including regulér drugs repression by police officers
at the school in collaboration with school teachers, can make effective the prevention
of drugs spread inside schools. But environmental factors inducing the students to
drug abuses are found to include their academic performance, peers, family problems,
and social environment. Lastly, to educate the students and provide them with

knowledge and information concerned will lead to more efficient solution as well.
