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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study are : to learn about the result of narcotic
prevention and suppression in Chaiprakan district, to analyse public opinion in the district about
narcotics, to learn about State’s narcotics prevention and suppression and to analyse problems and
obstacles of police in narcotic prevention and suppression.

Data and information were gathered from interviews of the targeted samples which are
comprised of 15 local people, local leaders, military, police, administrative officers and teachers.
Using descriptive analysis, the study finds that :

Organizations at the levels of village, subdistrict and district have participation in
prevention and suppression of narcotics owing to authorization by law. These organizations can
play supportive roles in providing information investigation clues or organize sport oriented
groups including spreading news about hazards of narcotics.

Officials who have been found complicated with narcotics express no opinion attitude.

As for legal, regulation and directive of Police Department are found ineffective. In
addition, decisions of state attorneys not to file suits against the suspects have negative effects to
the whole endeavour.

The study further recommends that police and administrative officials should use the
principles of community police and mass relations in prevention and suppression of narcotics.
The measures should be carried out both formally and informally, on persistent basis and with

cooperation from every related state officials.



State should give more attention to the well being of hill tribes including the
dissemination of knowledge in support of the narcotics prevention and suppression measures,
State officials who have compilations with narcotics should be severely punished. And State
officials should sincerely and straightforwardly carry out their duties without any reflections of

personal or peer interests.
