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Abstract

This study was investigated the expectations of voters towards the qualifications and
roles of the Parliamentary Members. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed from the
voters in the third constituency, Phayao province in Amphur Dok Kham Tai, Chiang Muan, Pong
and Sub-amphur Phoo Kam Yao.
