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Abstract

The study has the following objectives :

1.

To gather economic base line data concerning levels of income from
salary, stipend and compensation of non-commissioned police who are
stationed in urban and rural areas of Chiangmai to conduct a
comparision study about differences in economic status.

To study spending patterns of non-commissioned police in order to
learn about their expenditures and about their satisfaction in provisions
of stipend and other welfare money.

To learn whether these non-commissioned police are practicing income
supplementary projects as suggested from National Police Bureau or
not and to learn whether the projects are successful or not.

The study has 3 hypotheses, which are:

Police in urban areas have higher economic status than those in rural
areas.

Economic backgrounds of non-commissioned police correlate with
their present economic status.

Economic differences of non-commissioned police, which stem from
differences in social settings, create different deeming towards the
importance of budget and welfare as provided by National Police
Bureau.

The study uses documentary and field research techniques of which
questionnaires are used in the gathering of data and information. The study’s samples -
are 300 non-commissioned police from urban and rural areas of Chiang Mai province
of which 282 questionnaires are retrieved.

The study finds that average monthly incomes of Chiang mai’s non-
commissioned police range between 6,000 — 10,000 Baht of which those who are
stationed in rural areas have higher income margin than those in urban areas. This is
because rural non-commissioned police have higher echelons and work duration than
their urban counterparts. In addition, it is found that a large percentage of non-
commissioned police does not have supplementary earnings and for those who have,
the earnings do not exceed 2,000 Baht per month.



As for the expenditures of the samples, it is found that non-
commissioned police both in urban and in rural areas spend more than 2,000 Baht per
month and spending for the whole family exceed 5,000 Baht per month. There are
spendings, which are essential to police profession, which are the purchases of guns,
mobile radios and vehicles. Urban samples buy more expensive guns and mobile
radios and prefer buying motorcycles to automobiles - when compared to their
counterparts.

As for spending on housing, it is found that there are equal percentages
of those who have housing of their own and those who pay rent for their housings.

As for indebtedness of non-commissioned police, it is found that 85%
of those in urban and rural areas are members of cooperatives and incur expenditures
of more than 2,000 Baht per month. A large percentage of low echelon police’s
indebtedness belongs to commercial banks or financial instututions.

Urban and rural non-commissioned police are not satisfied with their
incomes and stipends but are satisfies with other forms of provided welfare.

Differences in economic and social settings create differences in
family expenditures and incomes from supplementary careers. Different economic
backgrounds, which stem from different levels of monthly incomes lead to ownership
of guns and vehicles of different categories. Those who have higher incomes have
better vehicles and guns but there is no difference in owning mobile radios.
Furthermore, differences in economic and social status have made non-commissioned
police to deem their incomes and welfare differently.
