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Abstract

This independent study has the following objectives:

1. To study whether the decentralization of power of National Police Bureau
to allow public participation in its administration has any impact to the
efficiency of police performance and to the type of public and police
relations. '

2. To study about problems and obstacles in allowing the public to have
more participation to police administration.

The study has 2 hypotheses, which are:

1. Public participation in police administration is not appropriate to the
nature of police works and is an obstacle to police in performing efficient,
fast and versatile duties.

2. But, allowing public participation in police works in policy making and in
checking police performance would better relations between public and
police.

The study gathers data and information from mailing questionnaires to
- interview 202 commissioned police officers in Lam Pang province of which the study
received 140 returned mails or 69.31% of the total.

The study finds that:

Most of the interviewed commissioned officers at 68.6 % agree with the
policy of allowing public participation in police works in the policy making including
in checking and assessing police’s: work performance. This indicates that
commissioned police officers give acceptance to the policy and believe that in so
doing would increase police efficiency.

As for the aspect of sample’s views towards relations between public and
police, the study finds that 71.4 % of the samples agree that allowing public
participation in police administration would create a sense of belonging, of loving
and of willingness to offer assistance to police. In addition, 73.4 % of the samples
agree that public participation would create unity among public and police.

The above indications prove the hypothesis that allowing public
participation in policy making and in checking police performance would lead to the
betterment of public and police relations.
