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Abstract

This study has the following objectives :
I. To learn about the monetary and financial status of District Administration
Organizations in Chiang Mai province.
2. To learn about DAO’s problems on budgetary administration.
3. To leamn about problems and obstacles of DAQ’s works.
Data and information are gathered from 200 respondents from DAO’s of Nhong Pa Krang,
Nhong Hoi, San Kam Paeng and Buak Khang who are divided into 2 groups which are :
The first group comprises of DAO’s council members, officials and employees.
The second group comprises of tax paying local people.
The study finds that a large percentage of the samples have low level of knowledge on budgetary
administration.
The study has the following recommendations for the betterment of budgetary administration :
1. The formulation of annual budget should have more local people’s participation than
in the past. |
2. The process of budget approval have more transparency and free of any personal
benefits.
3. The annual budget should be equally spread.
4. On the inspection of budget expenditures, the committee on district development
should take part in the inspection which should be carried out every 6 months and a

statement of the expenditures should be announced.
