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Abstract

This study is primarily to study an effectiveness of rural industry
development programme implementation in Chiang Mai, Chiang Rai and Phayao. Tt
aimes to meet following objectives: ‘

1. To study the effectiveness of the programme viz. the quality of life of
the local residents in three provinces as mentioned above, the state of labour
relocation, income earning, work-skill improvement, participating of investment by
local residents and the ownership of enterprises by those in the programme.

2. To study expectations desires and suggestions of local residents taking
part in the programme.

| 3. To study the problems and obstacles of administrators and chief
government officers of the Department of Industrial Promotion (DIP) as well as
workers of Non Government Organizations (NGO) and others participating in the
programme in order to find ways for improvement in the future.

This study gathers data from two groupes of population. The first group
from those closely connected with the programme operation, i.e. DIP administrators

and officials, administrators in private sectors, and the leaders of NGO amount to 17



persons by interviewing method. The second group from local residents participating
in the programme, amount to 407 persons by sending questionnaires.

The study showed that the programme proved satisfactory and was able to
improve quality of life of local residents in the rural area as well as reduced the labour
relécation. They now had happy life, earned enough income to support themselves and
their families. They took part in environmental conservation of the rural areas. They
could develop their work skills and were able to have investment or own business,

As to desires by local residents participating in the programme, it was
discovered that the desire for employment to earn enough income for their families and
themselves was highly expected. They did not need to move to other places due to
their secure employment.

There are various problems and obstacles suggested by the persons
concerning with the programme implementation. They include, for example, problems
of personal coordination, lack of skills and experience as regards both DIP and NGO
staﬁ's, problems of limited budget supporting for programme extension, problems of
bureaucratic redtape hindering working performance. Therefore, many problems
should be corrected so that the programme implementation can accomplish its |

objectives with maximum efficiency.
