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Abstract

The objectives of this reseérch were 1) to study the community’s acceptance in the
political role of the housewife group 2) to study the housewife group’s circumstantial factors that
served as an electoral base.

The methodology involved both qualitative and quantitative approaches. 14 people were
interviewed and 402 people responded the close-ended questionnaire. Quantitative data were
analyzed by using various statistics.

The findings showed that:

The community did not very much accept the political role of the housewife group. The
housewife group would be very active only during the election period. Factors that contributed to '
its active role as the electoral base were 1) its cohesion in carrying out the group’s activities 2} the
group structure 3) fhe need of support for its activities 4) the group’s internal management and 5)
its large number of members. This behavior of the housewife group coincided with the patron-
client exchange of interets between itself and the electoral candidates.

Apart from that, differences in the respondents’age, marriage status, occupation, and
having household member as a housewife group member Contributed to differences in the

acceptance of the housewife group’s political role.
