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Abstract

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the community’s freedom In the
management of self-sufficient economy program 2) to know the role of the Tambon
Administrative Organization in adopting the community's views in the management.of the
program and 3) to know the community’s opinions on the program.

Quantitative data were collected from 372 people who were heads of government
agenciés, community leaders, and general public through close-ended guestionnaire.
Data were analyzed with the use of statistical methods.

The findings were:

1. People in the community believed that the self-sufficiency program could
solve the community's economic problems. in running the program, the community was
free from the intervention of government agencies, especially the Tambon Administrative
Organization. The government sectar simply played a supportive role and encouraged
the community to mange the program by itself The success of the program thus

depended upon the community.



2 Differences in the respondents’ personai background i.e., occupation, level
of income. gender and level of education, affected differences in the

opinions on the community's freedom of running the program.
