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Abstract

The study on the topic has 2 objectives which are:

1. To learn about the problems of Amphetamine and its effects on national security

especially in terms of social security.

2. To learn about process decision making of Thai government that leads to the closure

of San Ton Du checkpoint, Mae Al district, Chiang Mai province.

The study uses documentary research to gather data from government and academic
documents together with data from field research which are gathered by the interviews of 25
samples who are well informed people of various occupations and those who receive both direct
and indirect effects of the checkpoint closure such as civil servants, police,military personnel,
business men and academicians.

The study uses theory of Graham T. Allison as its analytical framework and finds that:

The majority of those involved in the decision on the closure of the checkpoint agree that
national interest plays an important role in the decision making process which corresponds with

the model 1 in Allison’s theory (Rational Actor Model). In another word, Thai government’s



decision process is due to the reckoning of national security with the emphasis on social security.
The majority of samples believe that narcotics have devastating effects toward national security,
especially in terms of social security which deteriorate health and moral standard of the people
with negative impacts on the national economy.

The study recommends that Thai government should negotiate with neighboring
countries in order to establish the needed cooperation in solving narcotic problems in the most
practical ways such as; friendly relationship between Thai and foreign officers should be
promoted in 6rder to create the needed close and sincere cooperation to cope with the mutual

problems of narcotics.
